b) Mix the paint using a paint stirrer to get rid of the thick bits that 
will be at the bottom. Ensure you are mixing through the paint & 
not just around.

c) Where possible, always try to use a roller rather than a brush 
as the paint will go on the surface quicker.

d) Painting the whole exterior of the house – Start at the top as 
drips will be covered when you get to that area. Fascia board 
& under eaves fi rst & then the gutters. Then go onto the walls, 
followed by the window seals & doors. Downpipes should be 
painted last.

Painting doors – It’s best to remove the door before you paint. It 
makes the job much easier. First paint the edges, top, bottom & 
then the rest of the door. Then return to the edges & lightly brush 
off any excess paint using the tip of the brush.

Painting windows frames – Place masking tape around the glass 
edges to prevent paint getting on the glass & to ensure a clean 
fi nish. Begin painting the inner frame with a small brush & then 
use a larger brush to complete the remainder of the frame.
